This research aims to study and analyze the concept of Chuck loeb’s improvisation
with Guide Tone Line and Melodic Sequence used in 3 songs, including : (1) The Girl From
Ipanema composed by Antonio Carlos Jobim, arranged by Chuck Loeb (2) Mr.Martino
composed and arranged by Chuck Loeb (3) Pocket Change composed and arranged by Chuck
Loeb ; and apply the results to create exercises for improvisation.

Results of the study of Chuck Loeb’s improvisational concepts revealed that note
values are fixed. Consecutive guide tones were used with 8 types of embellishments : 1) Passing
Tones 2) Upper Neighbor Tones 3) Lower Neighbor Tones 4) Chord Tones and Tension note
5) Chromatic Approach 6) Enclosure 7) Octave Displacement and 8) Triad. Also, Melodic

sequences and embellishments were used to give directions of melodic lines.
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
